Sparklines for machine-level 

perfmon counters

Any processor cores max’d out? 

Spike in disk activity? 

Signs of memory pressure?

Sparklines for SQL Server perfmon counters

Spike in user connections to the instance?

Signs of contention (increased lock wait times)?

For SQL Server alerts, a list of queries that 

used the most resources around time of 

alert with execution stats and plans, 

associated waits and so on

Click on any sparkline to load its metric onto an Analysis Graph, 

to corelate with related metrics over the same period
